What is the
Cat Colony Care Programme ?

The SPCA's Cat Colony Care Programme (CCCP) is a humane
feral cat population control measure designed to reduce the
numbers of stray cats in the community through a process of
Trap, Neuter Return (TNR). A growing number of jurisdictions
around the world recognise that this is the only viable humane
solution to the feral cat over-population problem and have adopted
this method of control.

Established in 2000 the SPCA CCCP aims to assist street cats
through a care and birth control programme. The programme
relies on dedicated, volunteers who “manage” and feed colonies
of street cats. In addition, these volunteers are trained in street
cat care and trapping and are responsible for catching the cats
and transporting them to the SPCA for desexing (the cats also
receive an anti-rabies vaccination).

When at the SPCA the cats are assessed and healthy, friendly
cats and kittens are accepted into the SPCA adoption scheme.
The vast majority of cats, however, are not suitable and so are
vaccinated, micro-chipped, treated for worms and fleas and most
importantly de-sexed to prevent numbers from increasing further
and then returned to their colony to live out their lives under the
watchful eyes of our carers. Only the lucky few find homes!

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How TNR Works
TNR breaks the breeding cycle. It's a form
of Animal Birth Control. Desexed cat
colonies first stabilise and then decrease
as the pregnancy rate declines. Desexed
cats roam and spray less, resulting in fewer
complaints from neighbours. The traditional
method used in Hong Kong of “Catch and Kill” is not only
inhumane but is ineffective. It creates a vacuum, which stimulates
the birth rate and draws cats in from further afield to fill the
vacuum. The colony may actually expand.
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This programme cannot run without public support.
Any donation great or small is vital for this programme.

How to Spot a CCCP cat

It is possible to tell at a glance. Look at their ears. Desexed female
cats have their left ears "tipped" and males have their right ear
"tipped". The removal of the tip of the ear is a simple procedure
carried out while the animal is still under anaesthetic. The ear-
tipping and micro-chipping enables the SPCA, Carers and the
Hong Kong Government’s Agricultural, Fisheries and Conservation
Department (AFCD), which is responsible for stray animal control,
to identify CCCP cats. This enables them to be returned to their
colony if picked up by AFCD animal management teams.

Be a responsible pet owner

Get your cats spayed or neutered. Support the SPCA (HK) in its
efforts to lobby the Hong Kong government and regional district
councils to adopt a humane approach in place of “Catch &
Kill.”Help us to promote this programme in your community.
Educate your friends and family on the benefits of desexing
animals. Do not adopt a cat if you are not prepared for a long-
term commitment. Cats can live for 15-20 years. The majority
of street cats in Hong Kong are abandoned pets or descendents
of abandoned pet cats. Contrary to popular opinion, cats do not
thrive on the streets, beaches or parks of Hong Kong. Their lives
are often short, miserable and filled with sickness and fear. But
they can and do manage to breed before they die and so the
cycle continues.
