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Established in 1921, the Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals (Hong Kong) (“SPCA”
or “the Society”) is the region’s longest-standing and Hong Kong’s largest independent
animal welfare charity. The SPCA’s key areas of work are:

Rescuing and protecting wildlife and homeless animals whilst assisting government
departments with the enforcement of animal welfare laws and initiating prosecution
of offenders

Providing medical care and rehabilitation services to abandoned and rescued animals
until they recover from illness or injury

Providing desexing services to free-roaming and stray animals so as to manage and
control the animal population

Lobbying the government on animal welfare related legislative issues

Monitoring the welfare standard of food animals

Providing comprehensive and professional veterinary services for companion animals
Educating the public, especially young people to cultivate a deep respect for all life in
community

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A CENTURY OF HELPING ANIMALS IN HONG KONG

Over the last century, the SPCA has evolved from a small scale,
volunteer-based body to Hong Kong’s largest animal welfare
organisation as awareness of animal welfare has increased
gradually. Our Inspectorate team has always been an effective
operational department, carrying out one of the core functions -
to patrol, inspect and act upon complaints of abuse and inhumane
treatment of animals.

MARCHING ON DURING THE PANDEMIC

Amidst the impact of the Covid-19 pandemic, 2020 to 2021 was
a hectic year for SPCA inspectors. With an increase in the number
of requests and enquiries from the general public about animal
rescue services, the Inspectorate strived to provide timely support
even the strict epidemic prevention measures were in place.

Throughout this challenging year, we strengthened our efforts
to work closely with various parties. We played a vital role in the
Animal Watch Scheme and continued to partner with the Hong
Kong Police and the Agricultural, Fisheries and Conservation
Department to handle animal cruelty cases. SPCA inspectors’
cooperation with the Kadoorie Farm and Botanic Garden has
helped many wildlife in Hong Kong. We also want to give special
thanks to the Fire Services Department for their support on
routine animal rescues and the provision of safety training to our
inspectors on using ropes during rescues at significant heights.
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ANIMAL RESCUE AND

CRUELTY PREVENTION
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IMPACT OF THE PANDEMIC ON ANIMAL WELFARE

During the pandemic, an increase in severe domestic pet
accidents was reported and handled. Most of these cases could
have been prevented if pet owner paid more attention to their
pets and put more effort pet-proofing their homes. Meanwhile,
different countries tightened their export and import measures
which led to an increase in pet smuggling cases that animals
were illegally transported across borders. In one tragic case,
three dogs and twelve cats were found dead in separate cages
on the beaches in Stanley and on Lamma Island. We suspect
they were thrown in the water by smugglers.
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EDUCATION AS A VITAL PART OF SPCA
INSPECTORS’ WORK

Promoting the conceptand practice of animal welfare
remains an important part of SPCA inspectors’ work.
There was a growing number of cases related to
wild birds abuse. Yet, only few cases were convicted.
Most of these cases were caused by the lack of
knowledge and sympathy to live in harmony with
animals. Through creating social media content,
taking media and school project interviews, as well
as participating in small group sharing sessions, we
believe that educating the public, especially pet
owners, on the humane treatment of animals is the
solution in the long run.

SPCA inspectors have the vision of acting as
ambassadors to promote animal welfare through
their day-to-day operations in the field, as well as the
concept of duty of care, to ensure animal owners are
well aware of their responsibility of treating animals
humanely.
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DOG TIED UP WITH SHORT CHAIN WITHOUT SHELTER UNDER THUNDERSTORM WARNING

SPCA inspectors received a call from a member of the public about a dog owner who
had tied up his dog with a very short chain (about 30cm long) during a heavy rainfall.
The dog was muzzled and could only survive by standing on his hind legs, leaning
against a wall. The police authorised SPCA inspectors to seize the dog for veterinary
examination. The dog was then adopted in February 2021 and started a new chapter
of his life.

B LRYELSE SRE12EHMET
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PET SMUGGLING RESULTED IN DEATHS OF OVER A DOZEN

SPCA inspectors worked with the police and the Agricultural, Fisheries and
Conservation Department to handle a suspected pet smuggling case. Twelve dogs
were found in four carriers without food and water on a boat which was stopped
and searched on 22 August. Over the next few days, three dogs and twelve cats
were found dead in separate cages on the beaches in Stanley and on Lamma Island,
suspected to have been thrown in water while being smuggled across the border.
A number of inspections were carried out at boarding facilities in Tuen Mun, Yuen Long
and Mong Kok, that were suspected to be involved with the pet smuggling case.
The SPCA reminds all owners to always transport their pets through legal means and
avoid being exploited by pet smugglers.

SPCA inspectors received a report about an animal hoarding case in Yuen Long during
a typhoon signal no. 8. Upon arrival, 33 dogs and 12 cats were found in two one-storey
stone squatter houses in poor hygiene conditions with limited lighting. All windows
were closed with only a few fans operating. Water and bread were found all over the
houses. All of the dogs were allowed to move freely but the cats were kept in rusty
cages. Some of the dogs were found to have skin problems due to the unhygienic
environment. The 33 dogs and 12 cats were rescued by SPCA inspectors partnering
with the Agricultural, Fisheries and Conservation Department.

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A CENTURY OF COMPASSIONATE CARE FOR ANIMALS

For the past century, the Society has been caring for animals, especially those with a
traumatic past. Under the great care of the team and foster parents, the traumatised
animals can then recover and begin their journey on looking for a loving home.

OVERCOMING THE CHALLENGES

Throughout the year of 2020 to 2021, the Society faced many challenges in adoption
caused by the Covid-19 pandemic. Since the number of visitors to our centres were
limited due to social-distancing measures, all visitors needed to make appointment
before visiting our adoption centre. This meant that the chance of having impromptu
matches was reduced. However, with the diligence of the team following all safety
measures carefully, our adoption centres managed to stay open throughout the year.
Also, there was a drop in the intake of cats and exotic animals. All these resulted in a
slight decrease in the total number of animals adopted.

However, we managed to overcome the challenges and helped a total of 1,577 animals
find their new homes, including 401 dogs, 724 cats and 452 exotic animals such as
rabbits, turtles and birds. We also worked with pet supplies store Whiskers N Paws to
reach a wider group of adopters and are thrilled that around 20 exotic animals were
adopted through the partnership. In the future, we will explore other opportunities for
partnership in order to help us help more animals in need. We are happy to see that
the adoption rate of mongrels increased by 25% comparing with last year. The number
of ‘long stayers’ also decreased significantly. Moreover, there was a greater interest in
fostering, possibly due to the social impact of travel restrictions.

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REHOMING OF TRAUMATISED ANIMALS

In addition to rescuing abandoned animals from the street,
we also take care of animals in relation to suspected crimes.
Due to the travel and cross border restrictions during the
pandemic, there was a surge in animals smuggling cases last
year. Smuggling cases linked to the pet trade were also noted,
with many shipments having serious and often fatal infectious
diseases prevalent amongst the victims.

Fortunately, the survivors of most smuggling and animal cruelty
cases were successfully rehomed after receiving treatment and
care from our team. With limited resources, our work relies
heavily on public donations. Thanks to your generous support,
we will continue to provide care for animals in need and send
them to their forever homes.

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BRINGING NEW HOPE TO ANIMALS

The opening of the new centre in Tsing Yi will greatly improve
the homing facilities and enhance the capacity of animal housing
to help different animals — from animals ready for adoption,
especially those with special needs and exotics, to those needing
medical care and rehabilitation in preparation for their adoption
journey, as well as those victims of animal abuse and other
animal related crimes.
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Nana was one of the ‘long stayers’ at the adoption
centre. She was wandering the streets when rescued
by citizens and brought to the SPCA. After being taken
care of by foster parents, she was soon adopted but
unfortunately, her new owner surrendered her after
a month. Our dog trainers and staff from the homing
team put a lot of effort in helping Nana regain her
confidence and prepared her for her future family. She
turned from a shy girl who always hid under the bed,
to a lively lady greeting every visitor at the adoption
centre. After spending a year and a half at the centre,
Nana finally found her forever home and embarked on a
new chapter in her life.
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Backin 2019, a heartbreaking animal cruelty case hit the
headlines when nearly 100 malnourished animals were
discovered in Ta Kwu Ling at Stray Wonderland the
animal shelter, along with over 30 carcasses of dogs and
cats. February the white cat, was a fortunate survivor.
After receiving medical treatment and care by our team,
she gradually recovered and was lucky to meet her new
family. February was scared at first and spent most of the
time under the desk or sofa in her new home. However,
after a year of love and care, she transformed from a shy
princess into a little gangster who would probably rob
you for food!

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A'LONG TERM SOLUTION TO MAKE HONG KONG AN ANIMAL FRIENDLY CITY

The SPCA has always had the vision of controlling animal populations in a humane and sustainable way, long
before actively promoting the concept starting from the late 1980s. Since 2000, the Society has been promoting
and implementing humane population control on animals and supporting responsible pet ownership through
four animal birth control initiatives. The initiatives include the Cat Colony Care Programme (CCCP), the Mongrel
Desexing Programme (MDP), our Animal Welfare Vehicle and the Spay Neuter Assistance Programme (SNAP),
as well as conducting desexing surgery in our clinics. Through these programmes, the Society aims to tackle the
problem at source and turn Hong Kong into an animal friendly city where there is no more unwanted animals.

TAKING A PROACTIVE APPROACH AMIDST A CHALLENGING YEAR

During the year 2020 to 2021, the Cat Colony Care Programme
continued to improve the health and welfare of street cats of
which 2,992 were desexed. The team also took a more proactive
approach in identifying new colonies and recruiting new carers
to further sustain the success of this programme.

The MDP had another successful year despite the challenges
brought by the pandemic. Thanks to our staff, dog owners and
volunteers, we successfully desexed more than 2,200 dogs and
supported some other non-government organisations and
shelters to desex their animals.

The brand-new Spay & Neuter Vehicle was put into service in
2020. With the improved facilities and equipments, more than
3,000 animals were desexed in the vehicle of which the majority
were cats. Also, the demand for the desexing service provided by
the Animal Welfare Vehicle surged in the past year. Nevertheless,
there was a slight decrease in the number of animals desexed
on the vehicle, as unfortunately the service was suspended for a
short while during the pandemic.

For SNAP, the Society subsidised over 3,000 animals to be desexed
in private clinics all around Hong Kong in this period, and the
number of participating clinics increased to 84. The number of
coupons issued also increased by approximately 40%. More than
6,000 coupons were issued and the amount redeemed doubled
that of the previous year, reaching more than $500,000.
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he year of 2020 marked the 20th anniversary for our CCCP. Looking back at the past 20 years, we have

esexed over 75,000 street cats and expanded our work to cover approximately 1,900 cat colonies

spread over Hong Kong, Kowloon, the New Territories and even the outlying islands. More than 1,100
,voluntary carers and over 250 helpers have participated in the programme and taken great care of the

stray felines over the years.
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CREATING SYNERGY AMONG STAKEHOLDERS FOR A LARGER IMPACT

In 2015, the SPCA obtained approval from the Government to conduct a Trap-Neuter-Return (TNR) Trial for feral dogs on
Cheung Chau. After 6 years, the Agriculture, Fisheries and Conservation Department reported that complaints about stray
dogs decreased and they assessed that the population of feral dogs in the trial site had dropped by 21%. The SPCA noted
that 89% of the dogs in the trial site had been desexed and only two puppies were born in the year of 2020 - 2021, both were
rescued, removed from the area and rehomed. Over the 6 year period, 71 dogs (mostly puppies) have been removed and
rehomed, while the neutered resident dogs continue to live in the area and are being cared for by the registered carers. We
would like to express our sincere gratitude to the carers for their devoted effort contributing to the success of the programme.

We always seek opportunities to forge partnerships with other parties, organisations and individuals, to promote animal
welfare by providing free desexing services for other animal welfare organisations and shelters.

In the future, we look forward to allocating more resources to community outreach as well as collaboration with other animal
welfare organisations and volunteers to provide better support for our existing animal birth control initiatives. We also look
forward to the opening of the new centre in Tsing Yi, where new facilities will be available to support our programmes. With
these measures, we hope animals and humans can live healthily together in harmony.
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A'YEAR OF IMPRESSIVE ACHIEVEMENTS

Despite the challenges of the on-going pandemic, the Veterinary Services Department (VSD)
soldiered on providing quality and compassionate medical assistance 24/7 to all creatures great and
small, while ensuring the health and well-being of the veterinary team. COVID restrictions resulted
in a major shortage of veterinary surgeons Hong Kong wide, and sadly due to staffing constraints
the mobile clinic, in operation since 1987 providing veterinary care to animals in remote areas, had
to be cancelled due to manpower constraints.

Despite these added pressures and shortages, not only did the VSD achieve very impressive results
financially, the team worked tirelessly to support other functions of the Society, including saving
and helping rescued animals; giving professional advice to government and other organisations;
assisting with prosecution cases; assisting with media interviews; and providing veterinary expertise
for internal and external training courses.
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UPGRADED FACILITIES FOR IMPROVED ANIMAL CARE

The 24-hour hospital at our Wanchai headquarters had been in operation for
almost 30 years, and was in desperate need of a major upgrade. Thanks to the
generous support of kind-hearted sponsors, renovations were finally carried
out to create a state-of-the-art hospital in 2021. New additions include a central
general examination and treatment area, exotic animal ward, intensive care
unit (ICU), quiet room for visiting patient and separate cat and dog isolation
wards. Throughout the renovation period with careful planning and seamless
teamwork, our 24-hour emergency and hospital services were maintained
without disruption.

Ultrasound courses were conducted for all SPCA vets to learn new techniques
in abdominal and cardiac ultrasound from an international specialist. We would
like to express our sincere gratitude to Madam Foong Pui Ling, Diana and Miss
Genevieve Pan for sponsoring the training.

Our Cheung Chau clinic also upgraded its facilities with a brand new dental
machine - allowing a greater range of dental procedures to be carried out on
the island without the need to transport patients to our Hong Kong or Mui Wo
centres.

Last but not least - we introduced the concept of ‘cat-friendly’ waiting areas in
our Hong Kong and Kowloon centres — improving cat-dog stress levels, but also
those of their human carers.

BUILDING FOR A BETTER FUTURE

Moving into our second century, a major step in realising our vision is the
tentative completion of our new centre in Tsing Yi, where an entire floor will be
dedicated to veterinary services. The new facility will include dedicated clinic
examination rooms and hospital wards for dogs, cats and exotic animals, as
well as dental, physiotherapy, orthopaedic and major/minor surgery rooms.
We will greatly enhance our diagnostic imaging capacity with the installation
of MRI and CT scanners, alongside the more traditional modalities - digital
radiography, endoscopy, and ultrasonography.

2021-2022 also sees plans to further upgrade existing centres - our surgery
suite in Wanchai centre, a new grooming facility in Kowloon, and extending our
“cat-friendly” waiting areas to our branch clinics.
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Rescued by SPCA inspectors, ‘Butt Boy’ was found stuck to a glue trap when he was only 4 weeks old (weighing a mere 400g).
Initially suffering with cat flu, ringworm and gastro-enteritis it took the veterinary team a week to slowly clean off all the glue,
and a few more weeks to cure Butt Boy of his many ailments.

And just when it looked like he was all set for adoption, he developed several lumps around his anus and scrotum which did not
respond to regular treatment, so it was decided to surgically remove as much abnormal tissue as possible and send samples
- for histopathology. The results were interesting - ‘Butt Boy’ appeared to have developed a
weird and very rare form of fungal disease Pythiosis, further tests were necessary to confirm
his diagnosis. Enlisting the help of Professor Vanessa Barrs, a feline medicine professor at
City University, ‘Butt Boy’ underwent several treatment regimens, two more surgeries and
two CT scans over the next 12 months. He did not complain through any of it and always
had a head butt and a lick for all his guardian angels!

This is where his story definitely takes a turn for the better, he was fostered and later
adopted by yet another guardian angel, who continued his treatment and brought him
back for regular checks. He now shows no signs of disease (apart from the odd accident
when pooing) and is living a life of luxury with his girlfriend ‘Mish Mish’!
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GOING BEYOND THE USUAL TEACHING PRACTICE

In the year of 2020 to 2021, the Education Department carried
out 45 education talks and 37 school project interviews,
reaching a total of 4,997 people despite the closure of schools
and cancellation of our usual activities during the pandemic.

The halt in activities
during the pandemic did
not put the work of our
Education Department
on hold. Instead, we
designed new teaching
models and explored
opportunities to reach
more audience groups through social media. The collaboration
with Caritas Institute of Community Education for the Animal
Care Assistant Foundation is one such example. Running
the course required a great deal of time and effort, from
administrative work to teaching - follow up, paper marking and
student consultations. Despite the quietness elsewhere, it has
been a fulfilling year for the Education Department.

EXPLORING NEW LEARNING ANGLES

Global lockdowns, which caused isolation and international
travel bans, resulted in misery for many and raised concerns about
aprospectiveincrease in worldwide mental health issues. The topic
aroused so much attention that we saw it as an appropriate time
to develop an online educational campaign as our contribution to
World Animal Day. ‘The cruelty behind the dolphin smile - say no
to dolphin shows’ was designed to help people better understand
how animals feel when kept in captivity for human entertainment.
Designed around the myth of the smile of a dolphin along with
a quiz, a challenge and pledge signing, this online campaign not
only drew local response but also attention from the Prometheus
School in India. We were invited to hold a special online sharing
session with the students.

Foreseeing the long-term trend for e-learning at schools, we have
developed online talks with a Zoom live tour; a unique experience
allowing adults and children to visit our homing animals in
real time. We also engaged with OC Stem Lab at Olympian City
to conduct online workshops for parents and children; and
collaborated with Chan Shu Kui Memorial School for the ‘Hong
Kong Primary School Students Drawing Competition’, as well as
arranging special online sharing sessions with participants.
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FUTURE DEVELOPMENTS TO ENHANCE ANIMAL WELFARE IN
HONG KONG

We hope to improve further our existing resources to develop
more fun and interactive online games about animals to cultivate
a deeper respect for animals in the future. We will also continue
to explore the possibility of collaborating with the Education
Bureau to spread the message of caring for animals to students,
to enhance animal welfare in Hong Kong in the long run.
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BUILDING AN ANIMAL-INCLUSIVE SOCIETY

Over the past century, public awareness
of animal welfare has increased
significantly, but there is still room
for improvement for pet-friendly
policies in Hong Kong. Our Community
Development Department has worked
with different parties in the society,
including government departments,
community groups and the business :

In the year of 2020 to 2021, many activities were put on halt due to the
pandemic. Yet, we collaborated with other departments of the Society
to launch a series of online courses, allowing current or prospective dog
and cat owners to acquire professional knowledge of animal care anytime
anywhere during the pandemic.

FACILITATING THE IMPLEMENTATION OF PET-FRIENDLY POLICIES

After years of lobbying by our team, the Government and various
stakeholders in the community have designated different leisure ground
and open space to be pet-friendly, including more than 30 additional leisure
venues as Inclusive Parks for Pets operated by the Leisure and Cultural Services
Department starting from February 2021, the West Kowloon Cultural District
and various sectors of the Harbourfront on the Hong Kong Island. With
holistic pet-friendly policies and education on responsible pet ownership,
we believe humans can coexist harmoniously with animals in Hong Kong.

Due to the travel restrictions, many pet owners stayed in Hong Kong most of
the time. They chose to spend time with their pets outdoor during weekends
and holidays. They became more aware of the pet-friendly facilities in Hong
Kong as a result. Our Community Development team then promoted
the idea of a pet-inclusive community and reminded pet owners to be
responsible through a series of media interviews and community events.

EDUCATING THE PUBLIC TO ENHANCE AWARENESS OF ANIMAL PROTECTION

Heart-breaking cases of suspected dog poisonings were discovered at
Cyberport Waterfront Park in early 2021, causing the deaths of several
dogs. The Society was invited by the Cyberport management to organise
a training session for staff, including Cyberport’s security team, pet-friendly
team and gardeners. We sent an SPCA inspector, a dog trainer and a
veterinary surgeon to share some tips on handling dogs, their behavioural
patterns, basic first-aid for dogs and contingency plans for emergency.
We hoped to raise the awareness of animal protection through organising
talks, conducting regular sweeps, and warning the general public about
dog poisoning.
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CREATING A BETTER FUTURE FOR ANIMALS

In the future, the Society will continue to voice out its opinion on issues regarding animal
welfare to the government, Legislative Council and District Councils. We will continue
to reach out to the community and spread the message of responsible pet ownership,
and change the perception towards pets to create a better future for animals in such a
densely populated city where they can live with humans harmoniously.
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DRIVING FORWARD IMPROVEMENT TO HONG KONG'S ANIMAL WELFARE LAWS

Hong Kong's Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Ordinance was first introduced in 1935 - 14 years after the
Society was formalised in 1921. Only limited progress on animal welfare laws has been made despite active
lobbying over the years. The Society is also working hard to improve licensing and animal trading, welfare
for food animals and farm animals, as well as animal birth control. We hope to transform our current
legislation into an Animal Welfare Ordinance, which imposes ‘a duty of care’ on animal keepers. Although
much of the work on the advocacy front may not always be visible, the Society has been making small
but steady efforts by making submissions to LegCo, attending district council meetings, regularly sharing
feedback and input to the Agriculture, Fisheries and Conservation Department on different matters and
making submissions on proposed amendments to the Veterinary Surgeons Registration Ordinance (Cap. 529).

IMPLICATION OF THE PANDEMIC ON ANIMAL WELFARE

During the pandemic, there has been an increasing number of pet smuggling cases, as the traffickers
took advantages of the bond between humans and pets when they are separated by travel bans. Sadly,
some of these cases resulted in tragedy, where animals were found dead, suspected of falling in the water
while being smuggled illegally across borders. Not only did the Society take care of the rescued animals
during the investigation of the smuggling cases, we also worked with the Police, the Customs and Excise
Departmentand the Agriculture, Fisheries and Conservation Department on this matter. The pandemic has
led to postponements of several events, but it does not stop the Society from working closely with other
parties on important animal welfare matters. One of the online conferences attended by the Society was a
global meeting of shelter medicine and companion animals, where experts and advocates shared insights
on different topics related to animals. The Society also attended the monthly online forum organised by
East China University of Political Science and Law to justify the need and feasibility of protecting animals
through legislation in mainland China.

THE BATTLE AGAINST HONG KONG'S WILDLIFE TRADE

Hong Kong's geographic location, free trade policy and
efficiency as a logistics hub, as well as its trade history and
networks, have enabled the city to become one of the world’s
primary hubs for wildlife trade. To address this serious
issue, the Society, together with other Non-Government
Organisations, academics, legal professionals and experts
formed the Hong Kong Wildlife Trade Working Group and
continues the work following the publication of the report
titled ‘Trading in Extinction: The Dark Side of Hong Kong's
Wildlife Trade’ calling for enhanced enforcement against
illegal wildlife trade.

Moreover, the Society released a report with the Hong
Kong University Law Faculty on ‘A Comparative Evaluation
of Hong Kong's Legislative Powers to Regulate Trade in
Endangered Wild Animals’ as part of our ongoing effort to
advocate for the amendment of the Organised and Serious
Crimes Ordinance (Cap 455), to recognise certain wildlife
offences as organised serious crime.

Looking forward, the Society is determined to take the
leading role in creating a better future for animals in Hong
Kong. Such vision cannot be realised without the support
from the general public. We will continue to speak for a larger
body of members and create a stronger voice for animals.
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A CHALLENGING YET ENCOURAGING YEAR

Over the past century, we have always been grateful to our members
for their continued support to the Society. Every cent they have
spent on their pets at the Society is a blessing to the unfortunate
animals we have rescued. The support from the general public was
exceptionally crucial to the Society in maintaining various services to
enhance animal welfare during the pandemic last year.

The number of members has increased in the year of 2020 to 2021
possibly due to the pandemic. As of 31 March 2021, there were 32,030
members of the Society, which had increased by 7.6% compared with
the previous year. We would like to thank all new members for their
trust and recognition of the Society’s concept of ‘animals for animals’.

SINCERE GRATITUDE FOR YOUR SUPPORT

Many enthusiastic members actively use our pet services and donate
generously to the Society. We are thrilled that the new SPCA Spay
& Neuter Vehicle was put into service last year. We would like to
express our gratitude in particular to Ms. Albert Isabella for her
generous donation to the vehicle. Having the same belief as the
Society that sterilising animals, especially stray animals, is the key to
care for them, Ms. Isabella Albert has strongly supported the work of
the Society over the years.

Ranging
from photography equipment, household appliances, petrol, pet-friendly
restaurants, to the ever-popular food delivery services and ‘dogcations’, we
hope that our members can enjoy spending quality time with their beloved
furkids and record every precious moment. We are also grateful for the
support of 39 merchants for offering such great discounts to our members.

Entering the next century, we will continue to communicate with our
members actively through different channels to better understand their
needs in order to provide better services and offers.
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NEVER GIVE UP AND KEEP GOING

Fund raising is an important part of the Society’s work since we rely heavily on public
donations to support 99% of the expenses required to run our work for animal welfare.
Despite the challenging year of 2020 to 2021, the Society has never given up on helping
animals in need. We have tried to ‘think out of the box’ and come up with both online
and offline fund-raising events to engage more people. Thankfully, we have received
overwhelming response from the public. Many of our events have seen a double-digit
growth in fund-raising result.

RAISING FUNDS THROUGH INNOVATIVE CAMPAIGNS

Last year, the charity raffle tickets, themed ‘Take Me Home’ were designed in a square
shaped origami paper, making it possible to fold it into different animals. Collaborating
with Kade Chan, a professional origami artist and a cat lover, we held several origami
workshops and exhibitions to spread the awareness and love.

We also held the first ever Virtual Flag Day. Under the theme ‘Stick with Love’, we were
honoured to collaborate with Garfield and Odie and launched a set of limited-edition
souvenirs. The faces of animals who were seeking forever homes were featured on the
26 English alphabet stickers as flags to increase their exposure.

We invited fashion designers, illustrators, celebrities and influencers, who support
the improvement of animal welfare, to be part of our annual Aniform Day. Specially
designed Aniform T-shirts were displayed at the fashion shows and exhibitions to
spread the message of building an animal-inclusive society.

Furthermore, we launched the first professional online dog and cat courses ‘A-Z' Dog
Care Takeaway and ‘A-Z’ Cat Care Takeaway, to provide a practical and reliable source of
knowledge for animal care. An online community with our team of experts was created
exclusively for enrolees. We earned a good reputation by providing instant solutions to
pet owners with daily care difficulties.

Other activities and programmes included the Animal Sponsorship Programme;
'Cat Festival’ sponsored by ProVet to celebrate the 20th anniversary of Cat Colony Care
Programme (CCCP); the launch of ‘CCCP — Hong Kong Jockey Club Volunteer Support
Network’ and many more.
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A HEARTFELT THANK YOU TO ALL OF YOU

We would like to express our gratitude to various parties and donors

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CHINA OUTREACH
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STAYING STRONG DURING THE CHALLENGES

Over the past century, the Society’s China Outreach Department has been
promoting animal welfare, reducing the pain of animals and creating an
animal-inclusive community. This year was no exception even though we
faced many challenges. Unlike previous years, the department received
limited support from the Hong Kong team due to the pandemic. Yet, nothing
can stop the Society from saving animals, looking for homes for the strays
and treating injured animals. We also seized the opportunities to continue
providing humane education, carrying out legislation work and working with
the government to protect animals in the mainland.

This year, the Shenzhen Animal Welfare and Education Centre successfully
found a home for 47 animals, desexed 439 animals and helped 660 stray
animals.

INITIATING THE FIRST-EVER TRAP-NEUTER-RELEASE PROJECT IN
SHENZHEN

Receiving support from the Shenzhen government, we initiated the first-ever
Trap-Neuter-Release (TNR) project to control the number of stray cats, covering
eight communities in Shenzhen. In July 2021, over 30 stray cats were desexed,
and either released back to the communities or adopted. This pioneering
project has set an example for controlling stray animals by the Chinese
government. We hope that this project can be introduced to more cities
in China.
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PROMOTING HUMANE EDUCATION ONLINE

In terms of promoting humane education, 70% of the classes were held online this year. Multimedia materials and group
discussions were introduced to encourage students to interact during the classes. At the same time, we arranged for students
in groups to visit animals in the shelters under strict disease precautions. We were happy to see the students’ stress relieved
through spending quality time with animals in the shelter during the pandemic.

ADVOCATING FOR ANIMAL WELFARE ACTIVELY

The Society has been advocating for animal welfare and reviewing legislation regarding animal welfare in mainland China.
We participated in a monthly forum about animal protection legislations organised by East China University of Political
Science and Law. We shared our views on public health in rural areas, protection for wildlife animals, population control
for stray cats, managing abandoned zoos and other key areas, to emphasise the need and feasibility of protecting animals
through legislation.

Heading into our second century, the Society will continue to promote animal welfare in the mainland by sharing experience
and knowledge of the past century with experts in the mainland. We hope more people can understand the important
messages of respecting all forms of life and caring for animals.
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CONTRIBUTING TO THE SOCIETY OVER THE CENTURY

Before its official establishment in 1921, the Society was first set up by a group of volunteers
in 1903. As the Society receives limited funds and minimal government support, volunteers
are much needed and vital to our organisation. We are truly grateful for the support of the
volunteers over the past century. They have contributed to various aspects of the Society's
work, including our Inspectorate, foster and street cat care, kennel keeping, dog walking
and more.

HEARTFELT GRATITUDE T0 YOU

In 2020 to 2021, we were thrilled to have received support from the Hong Kong Jockey Club
(HKJC), which arranged a group of volunteers to provide on-site support at the Cat Festival,
dedicating themselves to promote the Cat Colony Care Programme (CCCP) and enhance
the welfare of stray cats in Hong Kong. A team of cat-loving volunteers from HKJC also
shadowed SPCA staff and experienced volunteers to visit different ‘cat-bitats’ around Hong
Kong to learn about the needs of stray cats and the ways to help them. Moreover, Monna
Yu and auntie Ying, two senior SPCA volunteers helped organise two workshops for HKJC's
volunteers, teaching them to make covers for our humane cat traps and carriers for CCCP
to reduce the stress of cats captured.

Not only did the volunteers help with our animal welfare programmes, they also provided
support for different fund-raising events. During the year, our volunteers provided support
for the charity raffle ticket exhibition and Aniform Day 2020. With the help of the volunteers,
the events were held successfully.

Heading into our second century, we will continue to broaden the base of our volunteers
and organise more workshops and training to them in order to create a better future for
animals in Hong Kong.

This year the Society faced a number of challenges as a result of the ongoing COVID-19
pandemic, with citizens unable to move freely both within and outside Hong Kong. Use of the
Society's retail, boarding and grooming services dropped significantly compared with last year.
The Hong Kong Government'’s restrictions on social gatherings impacted several of our major
fund-raising activities, with events being either cancelled or only held online in a relatively
small scale instead. This, together with the general economic uncertainty in Hong Kong, led to
a decline in our fund-raising activities and donation income this year.

Notwithstanding the tough operating environment, our veterinary services remained in
demand and related income was relatively stable this year. In addition, the Society benefited
from funding support from the Hong Kong Government’s Employment Support Scheme under
the Anti-Epidemic Fund with the wages of the Society being partially subsidized. These factors,
combined with the whole team’s hard work and focus on cost control lead to the Society
recording a surplus for this year.

In the short term, with ongoing issues from the pandemic and the economic uncertainty
prevalentin Hong Kong, the Society will continue to operate in a very challenging environment.
However, we will maintain our focus on sustainable development, carefully managing our
resources, providing high-quality services and promoting animal welfare.
